The data tells the whole story 
with Kevin Roush driving John Cahalin’s 991 GT3R to a 
blistering 2:16.500 which was a full 4 seconds quicker 
than the fastest lap set by Eric Olberz on Saturday in 
his new GT3R. That lap around this circuit is pure art 
in motion.

Regardless of the run group, all POC drivers and 
their guests got a chance to experience a wonderful 
weekend. Great friends, comradery and competition at 
a world class venue – Spring Mountain had it all.
